RECIPE CORNER

CHICKEN CASSEROLE
4 cups cooked, chopped chicken
1 small pkg. cornbread stuffing
1 pkg. bread stuffing
1 can celery soup
1 can cream of chicken soup
1 cup sour cream
1 cup chicken broth
A sprinkle of sage
1 small chopped onion
1/2 cup chopped celery

Layer one half of the stuffing mix in a greased Pyrex dish. Mix all the other
ingredients, except chicken. Spread one half of this mixture over stuffing. Place a
Tayer of chicken next. Pour rest of soup mixture over chicken. Top with rest of
stuffing. Dot top with oleo or butter. Bake at 350 degrees for 35-45 minutes. Watch
closely because it tends to brown rapidly. You can make this a few days before and
keep refrigerated until time for cooking if you have a busy day coming up.
